8. Don’t forget your camera to take lots of photos and video. Sign up on the

	 website to share your stories with fellow adventurers.

9. The        symbol means there is a detour and maybe some hiking. The          

symbol indicates that it is a motorcycle-friendly stop.

10. Look for a black box or a yellow sign.

11. Use the special hole punch to mark the corresponding stop number.

12. Chart your journey by signing up on our official website.

13. Once all punches are attained (min 7 to qualify), send your Adventure Passport 

to Bruce County Tourism, Box 129 Wiarton, ON Canada, N0H 2T0 or drop it 

off at Thorncrest Outfitters, Walkerton Toyota or Tennyson’s Yamaha.

4.5 km return (approx 3 hrs) 
GPS: N 45 15. 835 W 081 38.131

It’s rated as a #1 hike along the Peninsula section of the Bruce Trail – and for 
good reason: this loop is characterized by interesting geology, green vegetation, 
scenic views of deep blue water, and boulder beaches. You won’t be disappointed.

The clue is located at the Bruce Peninsula National Park Visitor 
Centre lookout tower.

Passport Stop #2 
ADVENTURE STOP!

The LIGHT at the end of the Peninsula guides boats safely into Big 
Tub Harbour through powerful currents, frequent fogs and 
numerous shoals.

Once an Aboriginal portage between Lake 
Huron and Georgian Bay, it is now widely used by recreational 
enthusiasts for canoeing, kayaking and fishing.
